A notice of self-certification [or self-recertification] does not institute a proceeding regarding qualifying facility status; a notice of self-certification [or self-recertification] provides notice that the entity making filing has determined the Facility meets the applicable criteria to be a qualifying facility.  Any person seeking to challenge such qualifying facility status may do so by filing a motion pursuant to 18 C.F.R. § 292.207(d) (1)(iii), with the appropriate filing fee.
