(a) All potential applicants must file NOI   
(b) Filing Requirements.  Contents of letter:   

(1) Name and address of potential applicant   
(2) Project Number (if any)   
(3) License Expiration Date (if any)   
(4) Statement of Intent to file   
(5) Type of principal project works licensed (if any)   
(6) Project location    
(7) Installed Capacity (if any)   
(8) Names and mailing addresses of:    

(i) Any county in which the project, or relevant federal facility, is 
located, and  

  

(ii) Any city, town or similar political subdivision in which the 
project, or relevant federal facility is located, or that that has a 
population of 15,000 people or more and is located within 15 miles 
of the project. 

  

(iii) Every special purpose subdivision in which the project, or 
relevant federal facility, is located or that owns, operates or uses 
any facility that is proposed to be used by the project 

  

(iv) Any parties affected by the project or who would likely be 
interested in the project 

  

(v) Affected Indian Tribes   
(c) Distribute notice to all relevant Federal, state, and interstate resource 
agencies, Indian tribes, and interested members of the public. 

  

(d) Notify between 5 and 5.5 years before the existing license expires   
(e) Non-Federal representatives: When an applicant files its NOI and 
PAD it may request to be designated at the Commission’s non-Federal 
representative and/or to initiate consultation under the National Historic 
Preservation Act. 

  

(f) The provisions of subpart F of part 16 apply to projects to which this
