Yellow-Tail Township Tree Protection Ordinance expressly prohibits removing trees of any kind without a permit, and they will not issue a permit for tree removal under BLPL's  Fort Roy-Krispy 345 kV line.  Furthermore, in some cases the Ordinance limits the amount of foliage that may be removed from a tree in a given year, limiting work even further. 

Since the "Krispy" line is only 50 feet  off the ground as it passes through the Yellowtail Township, work restrictions have created a situation where there is only 20 feet of clearance between many trees and the conductors, posing an imminent threat to the line.  To make matters worse, the majority of trees along the corridor are of fast-growing species such as boxelder, silver maple and Siberian elm. BLPL has exposure throughout the 25 mile long corridor in Yellowtail Township, which puts electric supply at risk, not only in Yellowtail County, but conceivably throughout the Western Grid.
