* Notice Issued October 4, 2019 in Docket No. RM07-16

— Account Managers and Agents must now validate their email
information annually or their account will be deactivated. This new
functionality was added pursuant to the Federal Information Security
Management Act, OMB Circular A-130 and NIST Special
Publication 800-53.

— If the Agent and Account Manager are the same person, and the
account 1s deactivated, you will not be able to file the EQR until
account 1s reactivated.

— Individuals will be notified to by email of their need to recertify.
Certification must be within 30 days; includes multiple reminders.

— Notifications are being staggered, so don’t expect all individuals to
get the notifications at the same time.
